Your Pro Hunter will feed up to six times per day and has been factory set to feed at 7:00am and
6:00pm for six seconds. To change the factory settings or add additional feed times, follow the
mstructions below. The Battery Level is displayed every seven seconds. It 1s recommended that the
battery be replaced when the %BATTERY reading 1s 25% or below.

SET TIME OF DAY: Press the UP or DOWN button until the correct time of day appears.
Press and release button to single-step through the minutes or hold down to advance quickly.
The feeder will not run while buttons are being pressed and waits 10 seconds from the last
button press before it 1s activated. The feeder is activated when the display alternates between
the CURRENT TIME and %BATTERY.
