Section 1. Assembling Your Double X-Pod Stand.

Please refer to page 4 in this instruction booklet for parts lists.
Please contact us at www.summitstands.com or 256-353-0634 to
obtain any missing parts or if your DVD does not work.

Part 1. Support Assembly.

Step 1. Position the two upper and the two lower support columns as
shown in Figure 1. Please note the correct orientation of the welded
brackets.

Step 2. Line up the holes and lay one coupler plate across the joint.
Bolt together using one 2 3/4” long bolts with lock nut (See Figure
2).

Step 3. Repeat for other side.

Step 4. Lay one 72” support across the Support Assembly from Bolt
Hole B to C (See Figure 3). Secure hand tight using two 2 3/4” bolts
and lock nuts.

Step 5. Lay one 72” support across the Support Assembly from Bolt
Hole D to E (See Figure 3). Secure hand tight using two 2 3/4” bolts
and lock nuts.

Step 6. Carefully flip Support Assembly over.

Step 7. Lay one 72” support across the Support Assembly from Bolt
Hole A to D (See Figure 4). NOTE: Bolt D is shared between the
support put on in previous Step 5. Remove Bolt D, attach the support
and reinstall hand tight. Use one 2 3/4” bolt and lock nut to secure
Bolt A.

Step 8. Lay the remaining 72” support across the Support Assembly
from Bolt Hole C to F (See Figure 4). NOTE: Bolt C is shared
between the support put on in previous Step 4. Remove Bolt C,
attach the support and reinstall hand tight. Use one 2 3/4” bolt and
lock nut to secure Bolt F.

Step 9. SECURELY TIGHTEN BOLTS A-F!!! Flip Support
Assembly back over.

Your Finished Support Assembly should look like Figure 5.

Part 2. Seat Rail Support Assembly.

Step 1. Orient the Left Seat Rail tube and the Seat Rail Connector as
shown in Figure 6.

Step 2. Slide the Seat Rail Connector into the Seat Rail tube and line
up the holes. Bolt together using one 1 1/2” bolt and lock nut.

Step 3. Orient the Right Seat Rail tube as shown in Figure 7. Slide
the Seat Rail onto the Seat Rail Connector and line up the holes. Bolt
together using one 1 1/2” bolt and lock nut. The finished Seat Rail
Support should look like Figure 8.

Step 4. Line up the finished Seat Rail Support Assembly and the
Main Support Assembly (from Part 1) as shown in Figure 9. Bolt
together using one 1 1/2” bolt and lock nut per side.

Step 5. Position the two Seat Rail Support Tubes as shown in Figure
10.

Step 6. Attach the Support Tubes at the upper hole using one 1 1/2”
bolt and lock nut each. Run the bolts from the inside out so that the
head of the bolt is on the inside. Attach the Support Tubes at the
lower hole using one 1 3/4” bolt and lock nut each.

Part 3. Platform Assembly.

Step 1. Position the platform and the two long flat metal Support
Bars as shown in Figure 11.

Step 2. Secure the Support Bars to the platform using two 1 1/2”
bolts and lock nuts.

Step 3. Orient the Platform Assembly and the Support / Seat Rail
Assembly as shown in Figure 12.

Step 4. Attach the Platform Support bars to the pre-punched holes in
the Support Tubes (Figure 13). Use two 1 1/2” bolts with lock nuts to
secure. Run the bolts from the inside out to put the bolt on the outside
of the stand.

Step 5. Attach the Platform to the Seat Rail Support Tubes also
shown in Figure 13. Use two 2 3/4” bolts and lock nuts to secure.

Part 4. Platform to Seat Rail Support Assembly.

Step 1. Position the two L shaped Support tubes as shown in Figure
14.

Step 2. Secure each Support using two 1 3/4” bolts and lock nuts as
shown in Figure 15.

Step 3. Position the Seat Tube Support Bar as shown in Figure 16.
The bar should be positioned just below the 90 degree bend as shown
in Figure 16. Secure using two self tapping screws.

Part 5. Ladder Assembly.

Step 1. Arrange one upper ladder support column and three ladder
rungs as shown in Figure 17.

Step 2. Use three 1 3/4” bolts with lock nuts to secure the rungs to
the support column. Hand tighten these bolts.

Step 3. Place the remaining upper ladder support column on the three
rungs as shown in Figure 18. Use three 1 3/4” bolts with lock nuts to
secure - Hand tighten these bolts.

Step 4. Arrange one lower ladder support column and five ladder
rungs as shown in Figure 19. Use five 1 3/4” bolts with lock nuts to
secure the rungs to the support column. Hand tighten these bolts.
Step 5. Place the remaining lower ladder support column on the five
rungs as shown in Figure 20. Use five 1 3/4” bolts with lock nuts to
secure the rungs to the support column. Hand tighten these bolts.
Step 6. Arrange the upper and lower ladder support columns as
shown in Figure 21. Line up the holes and lay one coupler plate
across the joint. Bolt together using two 2 3/4” long bolts and lock
nuts.

Step 7. Once the coupler plates are secured - SECURELY
TIGHTEN BOLTS FROM STEP 2. 3. 4 and 5.

Step 8. Repeat for other side.

Part 6. Ladder to Support Assembly.

Step 1. Position the Ladder Assembly and the Support Assembly as
shown in Figure 22. Slide the Ladder between the two mounting tabs
and secure with two 1 1/2” bolts with lock nuts.

Step 2. Position one cross brace between the Ladder Assembly and
the Support Assembly as shown in Figure 23. Hand tighten Bolt B
using one 1 3/4” bolt and lock nut.

Step 3. Position the cross brace so that it lines up with Bolt Hole A.
This will require you to push in on the brace. Use one 1 3/4” bolt and
lock nut to secure. SECURELY TIGHTEN THE BOLT FROM
STEP 3.

Step 4. Repeat for other side.

Part 7. Gun Rest Assembly

Step 1. Position the Gun Rest bar as shown in Figure 24.

Step 2. Use Figure 25 for exploded view. Run one 2 1/2” carriage
bolt from the inside of the Seat Rail Support through the welded
bracket.

Step 2. Align one Adjustment Bracket on the outside of the welded
bracket. Slide the Adjustment Bracket over the Carriage bolt and seat
it on the welded bracket.

Step 3. Slide one Neoprene washer over the Carriage bolt.



Step 4. Align the other Adjustment Bracket so that the teeth face
inward. Slide this over the Carriage bolt.

Step 5. Align the Gun Rest tube with the slot in the Adjustment
Bracket and slide it over the Carriage bolt and seat it into the
Adjustment Bracket.

Step 6. Screw on the large knob to secure.

Step 7. Repeat for other side.

WARNING: THE GUN REST ASSEMBLY IS NOT TO BE
USED AS A HAND HOLD WHILE CLIMBING INTO THE
STAND!!!

Step 8. Position the Gun Rest bar pad as shown in Figure A. Use
three cable ties to secure the pad. Note the Correct and Incorrect way
of attaching. Pull the cable ties snug and trim off the excess. Rotate
the clasp to the underside of the pad.

Part 8. Attaching the Seats.

Step 1. Pull the seats up using a pull up rope.

Step 2. The seats on the Double X-Pod will attach at the locations
illustrated in Figure B. The inside webbing on each seat MUST
attach between the back of the Seat Rail Support Tubes and the
screwed on Support Bar.

Step 2. Loop the webbing over the frame from the inside out. Secure
the seat buckles as shown in Figure C. Turn the three bar slide
sideways and push it through the larger D shaped ring.

Step 3. The seat back has a sewn in strap that attaches around the
back of the Seat Support bar. Snap the strap in place.

WARNING: THE GUN REST ASSEMBLY IS NOT TO BE
USED AS A HAND HOLD WHILE CLIMBING INTO THE
STAND!!! ALWAYS PIVOT THE GUN REST BEHIND YOU
BEFORE YOU EXIT THE STAND!

Part 9. Attaching the Ladder Ratchet Straps.

WARNING: DO NOT WRAP THE STRAPS AROUND THE
RUNGS! WRAP THEM ONLY AROUND THE UPPER
SUPPORT COLUMNS!

Have two helpers aid you in setting the stand up and holding it
when you first climb into the stand.

Step 1. Attach the two long cross-straps around the Support
Assembly as shown in Figure D. This strap should attach ABOVE
the U-Bracket where the arm rest support tube is bolted and BELOW
the Platform. Wrap the looped end around the column and run the
free end through to create a cinch knot (See Figure E and Figure
F). Repeat for the other side. WARNING: DO NOT WRAP THE
STRAPS AROUND THE RUNGS!

Step 2. Drill the supplied augers into the soil. The augers should
angle slightly away from the ladder. The distance from the augers to
the stand will vary but it should be AT LEAST 15 FEET to the side
- greater if possible.

WARNING: IT IS MANDATORY THAT BOTH AUGERS BE
USED WITH THIS STAND! SEE FIGURE G FOR PROPER
PLACEMENT OF THE AUGERS AND THE STAND! ITIS
MANDATORY THAT THE AUGERS BE DRILLED DOWN
COMPLETELY INTO THE SOIL AS SHOWN IN FIGURE H!
The augers will be easier to screw into the ground if you have access
to a screw driver, crowbar or other non-flexing “cheater bar”. MAKE
SURE YOU CANNOT MOVE THE AUGER ONCE IT IS IN
THE GROUND!

Step 3. Thread the ratchet strap sewn loop through the eye of the
auger as shown in Figure I. Thread the ratchet back through the sewn
loop and pull tight as shown in Figure J. Repeat for other side.

Step 4. Thread the long strap through the ratchet as shown in Figure
K. DO NOT ratchet completely tight.

Step 5. Alternate ratcheting from one side to the other until the straps
are tight and the X-Pod is secure. Secure the loose ends at the augers.
Step 6. Climb slowly at first, checking the stability as you go.
MAKE SURE the straps stay taught as you climb. If they loosen

as you climb it might be a sign that the augers have shifted. THE
RATCHET STRAP MUST BE TAUGHT BEFORE YOU HUNT
FROM THIS STAND.

Section 3. Maintenance and Care of Your Treestand.

Because of the quality construction techniques used in
manufacturing, your Summit X-Pod is very durable under normal
hunting conditions. However, since all hunting equipment that is
exposed to the elements requires some maintenance and care, the
following guidelines for caring for your treestand should be used.
DO NOT Ileave your treestand outdoors when it is not being used.

Any tubing that is allowed to fill with rainwater and freeze WILL

rupture or burst. DO NOT use vour treestand if this happens. If
your stand is exposed to the elements, it will be necessary to cover

the seat or remove it to prevent rain and moisture from saturating the
material. This will extend the life of the seat material as well as make
it more comfortable the next time it is used.

The powder coat finish that is applied at the factory is very durable
and should need touch ups only in areas of heavy wear or accidental
impact.

Should you damage any part of your Summit X-Pod, contact
your nearest authorized Summit dealer or the factory to obtain the
proper corrective action procedure and/or replacement parts for
the stand. Unauthorized repairs, modifications, or alterations will
void the warranty and could degrade the integrity of the stand. You
must perform periodic inspections of the treestand for damage.

WARNING: DO NOT use the stand if ANY obvious or suspected

damage is observed.
CAUTION: Look for nicks, gouges, cuts, cracks, bends, corrosion

or similar damage that can be the result of improper use or accidental
damage. For instance, this could occur if someone else used the
treestand without knowledge of its proper use, or if the stand were
dropped, hit by a motor vehicle or subject to corrosive conditions, etc.
Summit Pod Stands have the highest structural integrity by design,
material selection and manufacturing techniques, but as its owner,
only your continued care will assure trouble free performance. When
the above-mentioned guidelines are followed, your Summit X-Pod
will provide years of successful hunting.
