1. The first time using the belt, weave
the furnished 3-bar slide buckle onto the
end of the belt that is not attached to the
seat frame, as shown in Figure 8. This
step is only necessary once, as the slide
buckle can be left on the belt (if desired).
Note: If you lose the 3-bar slide buckle, do not use
your treestand until a replacement is obtained from
Summit!
