Before each usc of your Summit treestand, ALWAYS
mspect the weestand for any structural damage, cracks,
cable weur or abrasion that may have occurred 1 transport-
ing yout treestand. The only assembly required 1s the
attachment (where applicable) ol the comfort pads. gun
rest or footrest described in the Autachinients seetion of this
booklet,

Section 1. Use of the Python XLS or Revolution
Climbing Treestand

Part 1. Auachment to the tree.
A. Auach the hase platform o the tree first. To do this.
rotate the hatch cover out of the way. as shown in Figure
1.
B. Take one end of the cable and begin to slide it down
info the tabhing. as shown i =
Figure 2. Once the cable is easi-
Iy sliding into the wbing (it helps
to bend the cable upward while
pushing down on it), you are

ready to place itin its final posi-
tion.

C. Pull the cable towards the
back of the tree and “seat™ one of
the cable stops wganst the buck
of the bracket, as shown in
Figure 3.

D. YOU MUST rotate the hatch
cover hack over the bracket so
that it snaps and locks into place.
as shown in Figure 4. IMPOR-
TANT: If the hatch cover does
not lock and snap 1o place,
squeere 1L together while in the

0PI POSILION 1O Assure it remaims
snapped in place when rotated

over the bracket. ‘T
k. [f necessary, go o the other

side of the tree and position the
other end of the cable by repeat-
ing the steps of opening the hatch
cover, sliding the cable into the
tubing, and locking the haich
cover back o posibon,

NOTL: The sole purposc of the
plastic coating on the cable s o

eliminate noise. Afler some use

you nmay notice some abrasions,
peeling or possibly cats m the coating, This coating docs




not affect the performance or satety of your treestand. Tt 1s
there to eliminate unnecessary noise when sliding the cable
down into the tubing. DO NOT USE THE CABLE IF I'T
HAS BROKEN OR DAMAGED METAL STRANDS!
Call immediately to order a replacement.

To ensure that your Python XLS or Revolution 1s level
al the height at which you will be hunting, observe the rel-
ative change in the tree diameter between the base of the
tree and the Imal treestand height. Tt is very important to
adjust the Python XLS or Revolution base platform and
seal at the base of the tree such that the wreestand base plat-
form will be level at the herght yvou hunt. Trees commonly
found in swamp or marsh arcas have @ tendency to swell at
Meir base. and these may require a greater starting angle in
order for your treestand 1o be level at the same hunting
height as compared to a normally tapered trec.

Usually, the front edge ol the treestand (the edge away
trom the 1ree) should be 4-6 inches higher than the edge
against the free (See Figure 5). The Python XLS or
Revolution Seat (the seat climber) attaches above the
standing platform. The Python
XLS or Revolution Seat Climber
should be at a lesser angle than
the treestand platform before you
begin to climb. The standing
platiorm and climber MUST BE
attached to cach other with the
tether rope provided, as shown 1n
['igure 6.

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Part 2. Climbing with |
the Python XL.S or
Revolution.

Step 1. Now that your plat-
lorm and Python XLS or
Revolution Scat Climber are
allached Lo the tree. vou are
ready 1o chimb. 1 is MANDA-
TORY that you usc a safety har-
ness as you climb. Read the safe-
1y bamess imstructions later in
this booklet [or proper usc of
vour safely harness. Sinply
attach the salety lime to the tree
above the Python XLS or
Revolution Seat Climber and

secure 11 1o the harness [or ¢limb-
ing. as shown i Figure 7.
Step 2. Loosen the footstrap

assembly by releasing the spring
lever buckle and shding the green §

webbing through it until you have pleny of room for your
hool o fit it. Step onto the treestand, placing one foot in
cach Toot strap and tighten the strap over your boots by
pulling on the free end of the green sirap. YOU MIUST
pull the clastic heel cord around [k & | N
the hack ol your boot. as shown
in Figure 8. At this point IT IS
REQUIRED that you attach your
safety harness 1o the safety line
around the tree. Hook the scat
hack clusuc cord (bunge) hooks
as shown in Figure 9 to keep
secure during the chmb.

Step 3. To begin climbing,
raise vour Python XLS or
Revolution Seat Climber up to
your buttocks and grasp the
upright arms very iirmly as
shown in Figure 10.

Step 4. Sitdown with your

weight on the padded bar of
the Python XLS and disengage
the platform (by rotating the
cdac against the tree down)
and Nt the platform, as shown
n Figure 11, 'or the
Revolution. sit down on the
sling-type scat and disengage
the platlorm (by rotating the
cdge against the tree down)
and‘]m ll-lc p}altorm. Fig. 12 [\
Step 5. To re-cngage the i
Python XLS or Revolution platform, simply rotaie the
edge against the tree upwards, as shown in Figure 12, DO
NOT JUMP OR BOUNCE ON THE PLATFORM 10
atlernpt o cause it to “dig” mto the tree. [L s nol necessary
and may cause vou o inadvertently disengage the plal-
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form.

Step 6. Now case your weight onto the plattorm (10 ensure
that your have not placed it on an unseen knot or fimb on
the backside of the tree). then slide your safety harmess
rope up the tree and repeat steps 3-6.

DO NOT TIP YOUR WEIGHT ONTO YOUR
TOES unless you are ready to move the platform because
this will tend 1o disengage the treestand from the tree. The
individual foot and heel straps are located in such a posi-
tion that equal distribution of weight will secure the tree-
stand 1o the tree while climbing.

IMPORTANT NOTE: DO NOT USE the Summit
Python XL.S or Revolution without a Suminit Python XI1.S
or Revolution Seat or other ¢limber. A climber, especially
the Summit Python XLS or Revolution Scat Climber, is
designed to aid you in the correct operation of the treestand
while climbing by keeping your weight away from the tree.
The Python X1.S or Revolution Seat is also built so that it
fits snugly with the platform of the treestand for carrying.

Part 3. Using the Python XL.S or Revolution Seat.
When you get 10 your hunting height (do not climb higher
than 15 feet; it is unnecessary) and have assured that your
treestand is level, position your
Python XL.S or Revolution Seat
slightly below waist level (slight-
ly lower will be more comfort-
able but higher makes for less
movement when vou stand.).

A. Wrap the supplied strap with
the spring lever buckle around the §
tree and seat frame, as shown in
Iigure 13, Securely tighten the
strap to prevent the notched v-bar
from losing contact with the tree.
B. Unhook the bunge cord that
held the scat back rest secure
while vou were clnnbing,
Position the seat back rest against
the tree and attach the Python
XLS or Revolution Seal backrest with the elastic cord pro-
vided. as shown in Figure 14. The bunge cord will pre-
vent the backrest from falling torwards it you stand up.

C. With your safety harness attached to the tree above the
Pvthon XL.S or Revolution Seat. reach down and release
the heel cords on the treestand and slide your feet out of
the straps. Position vour salety harness comfortably and
carefully sit down,

The Python X1.S or Revolution Scat will provide maxi-
mum comfort when the seat pad is ncar horizontal rather
than tipped down in the front, The Python XLS or
Revolution scat height can be easily raised (for bowhunt-

ing} or lowered (for gun hunting)
by adjusting the metal 3-bar
slides under the seal cushion (See
Figure 13). NOTE: This adjust-
mcnt should be made whilc on
the eround. Both sides must be
adjusted cqually so the scatis
level side to side. The
Revolution includes a third “lumbar™ strap that can be
adjusted tor further comfort. Sliding the two scal-support
straps forward or buckwards gives additional comfort
adjustment,

Part 4. Climbing Down with the Python XLS or
Revolution,

To climb down the tree alter hunting, follow these steps:
Step 1. Reattach vour treestand platform to your fect
(keep your safety harness securcly attached 1o the tree until

reaching the ground) by using the procedure in Part 2,
Climbing with the Python XLS
or Revolution,

Step 2. Disconnect the clastic
cord that has been holding the
Python XL.S or Revolution Seat
in place and fold the seat backrest §
down. Sccure the backrest and
seat as shown in Fignre 16,
Disconncct the strap that has held
the seal in place.

Step 3. Place the Python
XLS or Revolution Seat
Climber at about knee level. sil | i
on the padded bar or sling seat, |
and grasp the upright arms as
vou did in climbing (see
Figure 10).

Step 4. Whilc firmly grasp
ing the Python XL.S or
Revolution Scat Climber
upright arms, discngage the S i
platform by [itting and tipping the top cdge closest to the
tree downward as shown in Figure 17 and then lower the
platform.

Step 5. To re-engage. rotate the 1op cdge of the plat-
form closest 1o the tree upwards. Now carefully place your
welght back on the treestand, DO NOT JUMP OR
BOUNCE ON THE PLATFORM to attempt to cause il
to “dig"” into the tree. 1Uis not necessary and may cause
you to inadvertently disengage the platforn.

Step 6. Slide your safety hamess rope down to about
¢hest height and repeat steps 3-6 until you have reached
the bottom of the tree.




Part 5. Carrying the
Pvthon XL.S or
Revolution.

The Python XLS or
Revolution and Python
XLS or Revolution Seat
are lightweight und easy to

CAITY Us One unit.

A. To combine the Pyvthon
XLS or Revolution Seat
and Python XL.S or
Revolution Platform, place
the Pvthon XL.S or
Revolution Seat topside up f==
on the ground as shown in

Figure 18. Loosen the
folding bar cables and
shide them up over the
comfort pads on the
Python XLS.

B. Take the Pvthon XLS or
Revolution Platform (in
the same orientation as it [{— -
would be on a tree) and | Fig. 20
keeping it tlat slide the Python
XLS or Revolution Platform so
that its upright braces and
cable goes under the Pyvthon
XLS or Revolution Scat side
braces and cable as shown in
Iigure 19.

Both sides of the Python XLS
or Revolution Platform V-bar
should be agamst the side
braces of the Python XLS or
Revolution Scal.

C. Fold up the folding bar ax
shown in Figure 20 and secure
the Python XL.S or Revolution
Seat to the Python XLS or Revolution platform with lhc
green strap with the tourniguet buckle, This will prevent
the Python XL.S or Revolution and Python XLS or
Revolution Seat from making noise as vou hike to your

hunting location.
D. Use the backpack siraps to carry the unit as shown in
Figure 21.

Part 6. Additional features and PRECAUTIONS of the
tolding bar of the Python XL.S.

A. The Python XLS is a very versatile treestand in that
there are several uses of the folding bar. In addinion 10

dllnwmu \mnd -upfsit-down
climbing as shown in Part
2 and 4 above, the bar can
be used as a gun rest in the

raised posilion. Always
insure that both hooks on
the sudes are properly
engaged when the bar is
up. It is afso a handy arm-

rest in this positton,
[owever, DO NOT .
ATTEMPT TO CLIMB BY
SITTING ON THE BAR IN
THE RAISED POSITION. I
is not designed for this use and
IS PROHIBITED.

B. The bar can be used as a
reference to aid in balance
when up., but DO NOT USE
ITTO SUPPORT YOUR
WEIGHT BY LEANING ON
IT as shown in Figure 22 and
Figure 23,

€. When hunting with the bar T L 5
{olded down. it can serve as an addilional iool rest (see
Figure 24). When used in this manner, if both feet are sup-
ported tLis extremely important that the tether between the
platform and scat is sccurely ticd, (With no weight on the
platform is could be accidentalty bumped and disengaged).
D. To secure the bar in the up position simply insert the
nietal offsct on the end of cach cable into a hole selected
on the bar as shown i Figuares 25 and 26. Be sure o use
the same hole on each side of the bar,

Section 4. Maintenance and (are

Because of the quality construction techniques used in




manufacturing. your Summit treestand is very durable
under normal hunting conditions. However, since all humt-
ing cquipment that is exposed 1o the elements requires
some maintenance add care, the following euidehnes for
caring for vour treestand sheuld be used.

DO NOT lcave your treestand outdoors when it 1 not
being used. Any tubing that is allowed to fill with rainwa-
ter and freeze will rupture or burst, DO NO'T use vour
treestand if this happens. It vour treestand 1y exposed to
the clements, it is necessary to cover the seat Lo prevent
rain and moisture from saturating the material. Thiy will
extend the life of the seat material as well as make 11 more
comlortable the next time it is uscd.

The powder coat Minish that is applied at the factory is very
durable and should need touch ups only in areas of heavy
wear or accidental impact.

Should you damage any part of your Sumrmit treestand.
contact your nearest authorized Summnt dealer or the [acto-
ry Lo obtain the proper corrective action procedure and/or
replacement parts for the treestand. Unautborized repairs,
modifications, or alterations will void the warranty and
could degrade the integrity of the treestand.

You must perform periodic inspections of the treestand tor
damage., DO NOT use the veestand il ANY obvious or
suspected damaged is obscrved. Itis VERY IMPOR-
TANT (o mnspect the cable on your climbing treestand to
ensure that there is no sign of frayed. damaged or broken
srands, ANY such damage 1s noticed. you must replace
vour cable IMMEDIATELY. Replacement covers for the
cable are also available. NOTE: The plastic coating on the
cable serves ONLY as o noise reducer. Over time your
cable cover will Degin o wear. This 1s normal,

Look tor micks gouges. cuts, cracks, bends. corro-
ston or similar damage that can be the result of improper
use or accicdental damage. For instance, this could occur il
sonteone clse used the treestand without knowledgc of ity
proper usc. or if the treestand were dropped. or hit by a
motor vehicle. or subjected 1o corrosive conditions. ele.
Summit treestands have the highest structural integrity by
design, material selection and manufacturing technigues,
but as its owner, only your continued care will assure trou-
ble free pertormance.

Whein the above-mentoned guidelines are fol-
lowed, vour Summit treestand will provide years ol suc-
cessful hunting.

Section 5. Adjustments

The only adjustments that may be required on your
Summit treestand would he the backpack straps or seal
height.

To tighten the backpack straps, simply pull down on the

tag ends of the backpack straps. To [oosen, just Lift up on
the thumb tabs.

The seat height can be adjusted by means of the 3-bar
slides on the seal straps, This adjustment should be made
while on the ground and both sides must be adjusted equal-
ly so the scat is level side 1o side. (See Figure 15 in carlier
sections of these instructions for details).

Section 6. Attachments

Comfort Pads. The camouflaged foam comtort pads for
the bars can he
casily attached for
additional comlort.
On the Python
XLS and
Revolution, attuch f__1

the short comfort pads to the
angled upright bars as shown in
Figure 27. Two cable tics per
pad 1s sulficient. The cablc tics
should be atlached as shown in
the figure above, Note the right

and wrong ways of attaching.
Pull the cable ties snug, cut of
the excess, and rorate the clasp 1o the underside of the pad.
Then place the long piece of comfort pad over the Trong
bar, (climbing bar on the Python XLS: footrest bar on 1he
Revolution) with the opening down. Use the remaining
plastic cable ties to sccure it similar o that deseribed for
the upright bars.

Folding Bar (for Python XLS and Revolution)

To attach the folding bar to the Python XL.S or Revolution
Seat bar, {irst determine that all bardware is available.
Included should be tour (4)
long plastic flanged bush-
ings, (2} 1/4-20 x 27 long cap
serews and (2) 1/4-20 lock-
nuts, Insert the plastic
Manged bushings into the two
holes on the outside of the
bar U-bracket as shown in bushing
the adjacent figure. Insert the | this side
screw and tighten the locknut until there 1s a slight amount
of side-to-side play.

Section 7, Tips

You will casily learmn how 1o use your Summit treestand
morc cfficiently and make it more effective for your hunt-

ing.



With proper practice you can learn to level vour platform
without climbing down to re-position the cable. Pulling
the cable ugainst the backside of the tree while vou're sup-
porting the platform with your legs can do this. While the
cable 1s against the tree, position the platform level and
engage the front cdac against the tree. This puts a slight
bend In the cable while keeping the platform level. Only
minor level adjustment. however, can be made using this
techmique. (The video shows this technigue).

Sometinmes on a cold, dry. hard bark tree a rubbing noise
can he produced at the scalloped edge that engages the
tree, This comes from friction forces. It can be eliminated a
couple of ways. First. simply re-positioning your platform
slightly will in most cases eliminate the noise. Second,
liquid or candle/bowstring wax can be applied at the inter-
scetion of the tree and the scalloped edge to reduce the
friction. Also, using a [ile 1o remove the finish and slightly
upset (roughen) the smooth metal surface contact points on
the scallops can ehminate the noise.

Changing your sitting position can relicve muscle stress
and reduce fatigue. This will allow i longer hunt and per-
haps an opportunity for a shot. Although it must be done
slowly and quictly, repositioning and changing the height
ol vour scat by raising or lowing the seat frame just a cou-
ple il inches could make a diflerence. This changes the hip
to knee angle. Moving the seat straps. again slowly and
quietly. forward or backward on their support bar will alter
the sitting position also. Being comfortable will result in
no movement and reduce being detected by game cither
[rom sight or Irom sound.
