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Catalog Manager


Manage Catalog
· Verify ability to access Manage Catalog tab through site manager on the right side of the screen.
· Verify ability to dock window via pin icon in upper right corner of Manage Catalog.
· Verify that Manage Catalog window can be dragged to desired size.
· Verify collapse button (X) collapses the Manage Catalog window and the Manage Catalog tab is still visible.
· Verify clicking the Manage Catalog tab when window is open but not docked collapses the window.
Search
· Verify placement of search box above the Root.
· Verify search functionality works and user can search on the following fields.
· ProductID
· Style
· Categoryname 
· Productname 
· Query:
select categoryname, productid, productname, style

from SiegelDisplay_CatalogProducts

where (i_classtype = 1 and categoryname is not null) 

      or (i_classtype = 8 and productid is not null)

      or (i_classtype = 8 and productname is not null) 

      or (i_classtype = 8 and style is not null)
· Verify in search results drop-down that “Product” or “Category” appears in lower right corner and does apply appropriately.

· Verify vertical scrollbar appears on search with several results.

· Clicking on an item in the search results should take you to the edit screen for that item.

· After saving the product or category, the site should navigate to that product or category, and the item should be highlighted in the tree.

Categories
· Verify categories display under the root folder.

· Clicking on the -/+ icon next to a category should collapse or expand the folder.

· Double-clicking the category name should collapse or expand the folder.

· Verify that expanding a category reveals its child categories and/or products, and that you can expand out any child categories to see their products.

· Right-clicking on a category should reveal five options: Navigate, Edit, Delete, New Category, New Product.

· Verify that clicking Navigate takes you to the correct category on the site, whether the category is child or parent.
· Verify breadcrumb on category page matches the category hierarchy in the tree.

· Clicking Edit should open an Edit screen for that category.
· Clicking New Category should open a screen to let the user specify category definition, category name and display name (functionality later in document).

· Clicking New Product should open a screen to let the user specify product definition, product ID, display name and price.

· Adding categories:
· Right click on root to create a new parent category, or right click on a category to create a child category.  Select New Category.
· Properties tab:

· Verify user can select a category definition from the drop-down.
· Verify user has the ability to enter a category name.

· Verify user has the ability to enter a display name.

· Verify that the only fields marked as required (other than Category Definition) are Category Name and Display Name.

· Verify all required base properties are available.

· Verify the correct custom properties are available.

· Verify user is able to edit each of the custom properties.

· Categories tab:

· Verify user has the ability to add child categories by selecting the checkbox next to the category.
· Verify user can expand categories by clicking the + next to the checkbox for each category.

· Verify user can expand categories by double-clicking on them.

· Verify user can remove child categories by selecting the category in the white box and clicking the orange delete icon.

· Verify that deleting a category unchecks it in the tree.

· On the parent categories tab, verify that the white box is already populated with the correct category name if the new category was created under an existing category and not under the root.

· Verify user can add parent categories by selecting the checkbox next to the category.

· Verify user can expand parent categories by either double-clicking the category name or clicking the + icon next to the checkbox.

· Verify user can delete parent categories and that deleting a category unchecks it in the tree.

· Products tab:

· Verify search box appears above category and product tree.
· Verify user is able to search on keyword.

· Verify user is able to search on product name.

· Verify user is able to search on productid.

· Verify user is able to search on style.

· Verify clicking on a search result adds the item to the white box on the left side of the tree.

· Double-clicking on a category should expand that category.

· Clicking the + next to a category name should expand that category.

· Checking the box next to a product should add the product to the white box.

· Verify unchecking the checkbox for a product will remove it as an associated product for a category.

· Verify user is able to delete a product by clicking the productid and clicking the remove product icon in the lower left corner (orange X).  

· Saving new categories:

· Verify that clicking Save refreshes the page but does not close.

· Verify that clicking Save and Close saves the information and closes the window.

· Navigating to new categories:

· Verify that the user can navigate to the new category.

· Verify that the associated products are associated correctly.

· Verify that category details, such as ShortDescription and LongDescription, appear correctly.

· Verify category image appears correctly.

· Verify user is able to successfully add new categories to both the root and to existing categories.
· Verify that associated products appear correctly under the new category in the navigational tree.
· Verify category name displays using the Display Name in the tree.
· Editing categories:
· Right click on a category and click Edit.

· Verify that the category definition and the category name are not editable.
· Verify user can edit Display Name.

· Edit Display Name and Save and Close.

· Verify new Display Name shows in the navigational tree.

· Verify user is able to edit and save all other available properties.

· Verify functionality of Save button and Save and Close button.

· Verify changes made to category appear on the site (does not apply to sites where category details are cached: B2B Essentials, Siegel Display, Bomber, Lindy Little Joe).
Products

· Adding products:
· Right click on a category, a product or the root folder and click New Product.

· Verify control opens for user to add new product.

· Verify the only property not grayed out is Product Definition.

· Verify user can select a product definition from the drop-down menu on the Properties tab.

· Verify after selecting product definition other properties and tabs (excluding Variants) should become available.
· Verify after selecting product definition that product definition becomes unavailable.

· Properties tab:

· Verify required base properties are available.

· Verify all custom properties for the product definition are available.

· Verify required properties are marked with asterisks.

· Attempt to save the product without filling out any fields to verify that the user is reminded to fill out required fields.

· Verify user has the ability to enter product ID, display name and price.
· Verify the Price field will not allow any non-numeric characters.

· Verify a decimal is inserted into the price if one is not entered.

· Verify if user enters a price with more than 2 digits past the decimal, the field will round the amount.

· Verify ability to enter ProductName and other properties.
· Verify ability to enter text into ShortDescription and LongDescription.

· Verify Telerik control present.

· Verify ability to switch between design, HTML and preview.

· Enter image name for DefaultImage.

· Verify AvailableForSale defaults to Yes.

· Verify LotOnly defaults to No.

· When done adding information in Properties tab, click Save.

· Verify that as the information saves, the Product ID field should gray out.

· Variants tab should become available.

· Click Categories tab.

· Categories tab:

· Verify that the category the product was created under displays in the white box next to the navigational tree.  Verify box is empty if product was created under the root.
· Verify there is a check in the box next to the category the product was created under, unless created under the root.

· Double-clicking the category name should expand the category if it has child categories or products associated with it.

· Clicking the + next to the category name should also expand the category.

· Verify that checking the box next to the category name populates that category name in the white text box.

· Verify that unchecking the box removes the category name from the white text box.

· Verify that clicking the remove icon below the white box removes the category from the box.

· Verify that user can select the primary parent category from the drop-down menu below the navigational tree (product must have more than one category associated with it to switch between primary parent categories).
· Click Save.

· Verify user can navigate to the product.

· Verify that product appears under correct category or categories on the site.

· Related Products Tab:

· Verify search box is located above navigational tree.
· Verify ability to search on keyword.

· Verify ability to search on product ID.

· Verify ability to search on style.

· Verify ability to search on product name.

· Clicking on a search result should add the product to the white box and also pop up a window that asks the user to Specify Relationship Name.

· Enter “RelatedProducts” into the box.
· Double-clicking on a category name should expand a category.

· Checking the box next to a product ID should add the product to the white box and prompt the user to Specify Relationship Name. 

· Enter “Accessory” into the box.

· Verify ability to delete related products by highlighting product and clicking remove product icon.

· Verify ability to delete related products by unchecking the box next to the related product.
· After adding related products, navigate to the product on the site and verify that the Related Products tab displays with the related products in it.

· After adding accessories, navigate to the product on the site and verify that the Accessories tab displays with the accessories in it.

· Variants Tab:

· Verify three buttons are available at the bottom of the window: New, Edit, Delete.

· Add new variant:
· Click New.

· Verify base properties are available.

· Verify custom properties are available based on the product definition.

· Verify that required fields are marked by asterisks.

· Click Save button before entering any information to verify that the user will be notified of required fields if they are not filled out.

· Verify user can enter variant ID and price.
· Verify user can enter other required properties.

· Click Save.

· View product on site to verify variant appears correctly.

· Edit variant:

· Select variant and click Edit.

· Verify Variant ID is not editable.

· Verify all other variant properties are editable.

· Edit and save variant.

· Navigate to product on site and verify changes (does not apply to sites that cache product details: B2B Essentials, Siegel Display, Bomber, Lindy Little Joe).
· Delete variant:

· Clicking Delete should pop up a window that prompts users to verify they want to delete the variant.

· Verify that clicking Cancel cancels the deletion.

· Verify that clicking OK deletes the variant.

· Check the product on site to verify deletion.

· Verify that clicking VariantID, SKU, Price, AvailableForSale or VariantVisibleOnSite will place a blue triangle next to the property and order variants by that property.
· Verify user can add products to the root and to parent and child categories.
· Editing Products:

· Edit a product property.  Click Close (X) button at top right of screen to verify that user is notified to save unsaved changes.
· Verify user is able to edit and save available properties using both the Save button and the Save and Close button.

· Verify the productdefinition and the productid properties cannot be edited.
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
