3.0 Functional Requirements

3.1. My Vitronic – Invoice Details
3.1.1. My Vitronic – Order Details (https://www.vitronicpromotional.com/orders/orderdetail.aspx?in=xxxxxxx) displays an “Amount Due” label. VPG would like this label changed to “Invoice Total” because some of the invoices may be paid in full and they do not want the customer to think the invoice is still due.

3.2. Left Navigation – Remove Newsletter Sign-Up

3.2.1. The current link for “Sign Up for our FREE Newsletter” is hard-coded in the left navigation and cannot be administered by VPG. We will be removing this hard-coded image, text and link from the left navigation.

3.3. Left Navigation – Remove Newsletter Library

3.3.1. The current link for “Newsletter Library” is hard-coded in the left navigation and cannot be administered by VPG. We will be removing this hard-coded image, text and link from the left navigation.

3.4. Footer – Remove Return Policy

3.4.1. Return Policy content is required by ClearCommerce for all websites that process consumer credit cards. Since VPG does not current accept credit cards for web orders, we will be removing the hard-coded Return Policy link from the footer. The Return Policy CMS posting will remain until VPG decides to delete it.

3.5. Footer – Add additional links to the Brands navigation

3.5.1. Modify the current footer Brands: text/links to include:

3.5.1.1. All existing links plus modify FLEXI-FREEZE™ to FLEXI-FREEZE®.

3.5.1.2. Add totes®, Gund®, and MagneticMark links.

3.6. Product Details – Add additional fields to support inventory checks from more than one location. 

3.6.1. Current functionality on the www.vitronicpromotional.com website allows VPG administrators to determine if an inventory count will be displayed per product. If the current DisplayInventory field is set to “Yes,” code queries the inventory view and displays the in_stock value minus the sch_alloc if the quantity is greater than 200.

3.6.2. VPG would like the ability to select which inventory field is displayed on the product details page. To accomplish this enhancement, a new field of “InventoryLocation” with a drop-down selector of VPG or Vendor will be added to Catalog Manager. 

3.6.2.1. If VPG is selected and the DisplayInventory field is set to “Yes,” the inventory displayed on the product details page will use the V location.
3.6.2.2. If Vendor is selected and the DisplayInventory field is set to “Yes,” the inventory displayed on the product detail page will pull the first instance of inventory where location does not equal ‘V.’
