MOUNTING RECEIVER

Remove the protective cover from the double sided tape on the back of the Receiver. Position the
Receiver on a clean and dry location inside the Feeder

Route the white Antenna Wire inside the plastic Feeder enclosure. The Antenna Wire should not
be folded or in contact with the motor. If using the Feeder Activator in a metal Feeder enclosure,
the Antenna Wire must be routed outside the box in an area that 15 not accessible by varmints.
