Pin it on both sides using the detent pin as i

shown in Figure 1, BE SURE the detent 7 | Top Ladder Section
pin ball extends through both sides of the

bracket completely,

Insert & long flanged bushings into the pre-
punched holes on the platform_ (Item 3) as
shown in Figure 2 and 4 long Nanged_bush-
ings nto the bottom holes on each side of
the ladder top section as shown in Figure 3
isee alse “Top Ladder Section™ ligure on
the next pagel. Bolt the platform to the top
ladder section using 2 -

14" diameter, 2 3747 ‘ o
haolis {Item &) into the
described holes as
shown in Figure 4.
Make sire the ribbed
Side of the platform  [SEU8
beams are facing the '1.

Tighten the bolts
securcly using the
supplied 1/4-207 lock
muts, DO NOT OVER-TIGHTEN.

Insert 4 long flanged bushings into the remaining
holes on the top ladder section as shown in
Figure 5. Inscrt a short flanged boshing (Item
13} imto both ends of the Dat support bar (Them 4)
as shown in Figore 6, Make sure the bushings
are inserted into opposile sides. Using a 1/47
diameter, 1-3/4" bolt (Ttem 10) connect the fat
suppoert bar 1o the inside of the top ladder section
nsing the remaining hale as shown in Figure 7.
Connect the other end of the flat support bar o
the remaining hole in the platform as shown in
Figure 8. MMake surc the bushings are still in
place. Tighten securely using supplied L4207
lock nuts. AGAIN, DO NOT OVER-TIGHTEN.
Repeal for the Mat support bar on opposile side of
the top ladder section,

Part 2. Bemaining Assembly & Ladder Set-Up
Position the ladder sections on the ground Toer as
shown in Figure 9. Position the coupler plates




{Item 1} on the joints of the ladder sections
so that the holes mateh as shown in Figure
10, Place the 316" diameter, 347 long ear-
tiage bolt (Ttem 65 thraugh the coupler and
ladder section as shown in Figure 11, No
bushings will be used for this connection.
Tighten the bolts securely using the sup-
plied 5/16" lock nuts (Item 11) a5 shown in
Figure 12. Perform this operation for all

Four points,  Attach the tie off strap (Ttem 3) 10
the ladder column just above the top rung on the

top ladder section as shown in Figure 13. Ron
the end of the strap around the colomn ( Figure
14h and then back through the sewn loop and pull
tight as shown in Figure 15, Perform same oper-

ation for the other tie off strap.

Aftach michef buckle strap (Item 14) to the lad-

der columm just below the third ring from the

ground on the bottom ladder section as shown i

Figure 16, Run the ratcher buckle around the
column (Figure 17) and back through the loop
and pull tight as shown in Figure 18, Perdorm
same operation for the other rmatehet buekle.

Lean the ladder against the tree. The bottom of
the ladder should be positioned so that the plat-
lerm section is level as shown in Figure 19, Also
make sure that the back of the seat frame is nol

fouching the tree, Once the platform 15 level,

position the tie off straps armund the tree such that
they make an X on the back of the tree (connect

the left strap to the nght bockle and rght strap o
the feft buckle) Pull the strap to the ratcher buck

le and thread as shewn in Figure 20, Tighten
rafchet strap until the strap becomes tight as

shown in Figure 21. Repeat with the other strap.
It is best to tighten cne buckle slightly, then tight-
en the opposite beckle shightly, going back and
forth nntil both buckles are secure. Be carelul nol
i over-tighten. Before climbing, you must have

two people holding the ladder for voo!

Take the supplied Climbing System (the long

rope with a prussic knot on it and carefully climb
1o the top of the ladder. Wrap the looped end of
the Climbing System around the tree (Figure 221,

then push the remaining rope and prussic koot

through the loop (Figure 231, ¥ OU MUST hook
your hamess tether onto the prussic knot at this

point, asshown in Figure 24, After you are sure
that your safety harness is securely hooked to the

prussic koot on the climbing system, carclully

hook the seat to the tree as shown in Figure 23,
MNow climb down the ladder, sliding the prussic

knot with vou as you go. Onee you are on the
ground, simply tie the bottom end of the

Climbing System to one side of one of the ladder
rungs close to chest height as shown in Figure
26, I11s best o pull the Climbing System tight
before tying, as this will make climbing uwp and
down the ladder easier, Each time you elimb the
ladder, you simply clip your hamess fether into

the prussic knot and slide it up as you elimb.

Part 3. Maintenance and Care
Becanse of the quality construction lech-
niques used in manofachuring, your Summit
treestand ladder is very durable under norm al
hunting conditions. However, sinoe all hunt-
g equipment that is exposed 1o the ele-
ments requires some mainfenance and care,
the following guidelines for carmg for your
treestand ladder should be nsed,
DO NOT leave vour ireestand ladder oni-
doors when it 15 not being vsed. Any tubing
hat s allowed fo flll with rai |
Ireere will rupiure or burst, [ NOT wse
if thi If
your treestand ladder 15 exposed to the ele-
ments, it is necessary to cover the seat to pre-
vedl raun and mmatire from saturating the
material. This will extend the life of the seat
material as well as make it more comforiable
the next ime it 15 used.
The powder coat finish that is applied at the
factory is very durable and shoold need
touch ups only in areas of heavy wear or
accidental impact.
Shounld vou damaze any part of vour Summit
treestand fadder, contact your nearest autho-
rized Summil dealer or the factory fo obtain
the proper corrective action procedure and/or
replacement parts for the treestand
Unauvthorized repairs, moedifications, or alter
ationg will void the warranty and could
degrade the integrity of the treestand ladder.
Y ou must perform pericdic inspections of
the treestand ladder for damage, DO NOT
use the treestand ladder if ANY obvions or
suspected damaged 15 observed,
Look for nicks, gouges, cuts, cracks,
bends, corrosion or similar damage that can
be the result of improper use or accidental
damage. For instance, this could oceur if
som eone else used the treestand ladder with-
out knowledge of its proper use, or if the
treestand ladder were dropped. or hat by a
motor vehicle, or aubjected to corrogive con-
ditions, efe. Summit treestand ladders have
the highest structoral integrty by design,
material selection and manufacturing tech-
nigues, but as its owner, only vour continued
care will assure trouble free performance.
When the above mentioned guidelines are
followed, vour Summit treestand lzdder will
provide years of suceessful hunting.

Part 4. Attachments

Comlort Pad. The camonflaged foam com-
fort pad [or the gun rest bar can be sasily
attached for additional comfort

Simply attach the long comfort pad to the bar
as shown in Figure 37, Two cable ties per
pad 1= sufficient. The cable ties are “in-ling
cable ties: Mote the nght and wrong ways of
attaching. Pull the eable ties anug, cut off
the excess, and rofate the clasp to the under.
side of the pad.

The zun rest i attached by sliding the round ends of the gun rest into the
square mbing at the top of the ladder, as shown in Figure 28, It can be rotated
out of the way when entering and exiting the stand as shown in Figure 29,

Zometimes on a cold, dry, hard bark tree a mbhing
noise ean be produced at the scalloped edge that
engaged the tree. This comes from fmetion forees [
can be eliminated a coople of ways. First, simply
re-positioning your platfomm shightly will in mosi
cases eliminate the noise. Second, a liquid or can-
dle/bowstring wax can be applied at the inter-
section of the tree and the sealloped edge to
reduce the friction. Also, using a file to
remove the finish and slightly upset (rough-
en) the smooth metal surface contact points
on the scallops can eliminate the nmse.
Changing your sitting position can relieve
muscle sireas and reduce Fangue. Thos will
allow a longes hunt and pechaps an opporti-
nity for a shot. Moving the seat straps, again
slowly and quietly, Torward or backward on
therr support bar will alter the sitfing position
also. Being com fortable will result in no
movement and reduce being detected by
game either from sight or from sound.

It is necessary o carry a
device to assist with self-extraction, Simple devices such as screw-in steps or a
rope “Tree Descender” (Summit) will allow removing your weight from the
harness to enable either A) return to the treestand/ladder/climbing steps or B)
slowly descend the tree. There is also a device called the FallGuy Descender
