DO NOT USE unless yvour prussic hitch has 6 (s5ix) loops!

DO NOT USE unless your prussic hitch has a minimum of a 2" tail beyond the knot end!

Pull on the knot end of the prussic hitch and make sure it locks to the safety rope. DO NOT USE your harness
unless your prussic hitch looks like the one pictured here. In addition, the prussic hitch must lock to the safety
rope when you pull on the knot end.

The Summit Treestands, LLC safety line has the ability to adjust the length while attached to
the tree. NEVER exceed 24-inches of total tether length (safety rope and tether strap com-
bined). The prussic hitch slides along the safety rope until loaded, at which point it locks

securely in place.

WHEN TO REPLACE YOUR SAFETY ROPE:

The safety rope has been subjected to severe shock loading.

The safety rope has been subjected to the kind of overload for which it was not designed,
such as towing a vehicle.

The safety rope shows signs of fraying {rom substantial use.

The safety rope was used in preventing a fall.

When attaching the safety
rope to the tree. be sure
the adjustable prussic
hitch has been completely
fed through the loop at
the end of the safety rope
as shown in Figare 7. Do
this BEFORE vou begin
e climb with a climbing
treestand. Always check
salety rope w be sure all
knots are secure and g,
The prussic hitch

should have six loops
around the 7/16" camo
rope. The end of the prus-
sie hitch has an overhand
knot, be sure of 1s tight
amd 1t has af least a 2™ tail
hevond the knot.

Always adjust the safery
rope to minimize the .
slack. NEVER allow s ¥
more than 24 inches total
combined slack in the rope
and tether strap. The more
slack you have in the safe-
ty rope, the forther you
will fall. This may result
in injury or prevent you
from returning to the tree-
stand after falling.

The adjustable prussic
hitch should be snug 1o
the safety rope. It should be tight when sliding it on the salety
rope. I necessary, gently pull on the prussic loop (o increase
the tension of the prussic on the safety rope.

3. Tie on overhand knot in the safety rope approximately one
foot under the prussic hitch as shown in Figure 10, This will
help maintzin your position on the safety rope in the event of a
tall.

This is an adjustable safety rope. Always adjust the safety rope
o0 minimize the slack needed for huniing,. NEVER allow more
than 24 tnches tota] combined slack in the rope and tether strap
(See Figure 11 again).

Converting the safety rope (o a climbing bell

If your purchased the Headhunter or Copperhead non-climbing tree-
stand, vou received o second safety rope. Your hiumess has loops
sewn on the sides of the hamess bell. These loops allow you o use
the harness o5 a Hneman-style climbing belt. This will assist you
while ascending and descending, installing climbing sticks and and
installing your hang-on treestand.

I. Take the large loop at the end of the safety rope and thread it
through one of the loops on the side of the hamess bell. Insen the

The harmess comtans one § 1) har-
ness, ome (1) Safety Rope with prussic hitch anached, one (1)
locking clip and instructions,




rope and prussic hitch through the large loop at the end of the safety
rope. This will attach one side of the safely rope to one side of the
harness belt us shown in Figore 12,

2. Anach the safety clip o the loop on the opposite side of the har-
niess belt,

3. Put ihe safety rope around the tee and attach the prussic hitch 1o
the safety ¢hip as vou did in Figure 8. Screw the locking collar
COMPLETELY closed 1o the secure the salety clip,

4. To adjust the climbing belt, simply slide the adjustable prussic
hitch forward or back. NOTE: To slide the huch forward (towards
thie tree), vou will need 1o bold on to the tag end of the rope.

5. As you ascend and descend the tree you will be able to stay
attached to your safety hamess by using the extra safety rope as a
second climbing belt, You will aliernate climbing belis as vou
encourter branches or as you muaneuver above your hang-on lree-
stand. Once on the platform of your treestand, attach the free
climbing belt as explained in the section *Attaching the safety
rope to the tree”

Note: When vsing a climbing treestand, DO NOT remove your
safety rope or harness from the tree until you have reached
ground level. NEVER disconnect your safety rope or climbing
belt from the tree while you are off of the ground.

When using a fixed position stand, we recommend using the
“Climbing System" or secondary safety rope 10 increase vour
safety during the ascent and descent,

Using the Harness with a Climbing Treestand

I. Attach safety rope to tree, follow “Attaching safety rope”
instructions,

2, Slide safety rope up the tree as you climb,

3. When you are al hunting height, position safety rope above
head (See Figure 11 again),

Helpful Hints

I, Inthe event of a full, you must be prepared 1o recover. 1 you
cannet reach your stand, vou may want to carry a Tree
Descender rope (available from Summit Treestands, LLC) or
some other device to allow for a controlled descent.

2. 0 you will be bowhuming, you need 1w make sure you posi-
tion the satety rope high enough above your head so the tether
strap will not be in the way when you draw your bow.

3. Always pick your harness up by the wether strap.  This will
help keep your hamess tangle-free.

Harness Suspension
