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About FLASH Photography
The built-in flash has a maximum effective range of 2 meters and it is not meant to be used in
very dark or bright environments.

The flash works best as a complementary light source for capturing images under shade, dim
room lights or shooting against a moderate light source.

When using the flash, avoid shooting directly against a strong light source. It may cause
extremely abnormal exposures.
Do not fire the flash close to anyone s eyes.
Screen will turn black while charging the flash.
When battery level is low, the camera will beep and refuse to charge the flash. However, other
functions can still be performed until the battery is fully drained.

During charging the flash, the SHUTTER button is locked.

ALWAYS use a wrist strap to avoid dropping the camera.

Clean the lens and LCD with damp cloth if needed.

Avoid scratching the lens at all times. It will cause permanent damage to image quality.

Before you move the camera, disconnect cords and cables. Failure to do this might damage
cord and cables, resulting in fire and electric shock.
