
MOUNTING BR A CKET T O A TV R A C K 

ATTACHING SPREADER AND STRAP 

Secure provided Mounting Bracket to the rack 
of your ATV using provided U-Bolts, washers, 
and nuts.  Rotate Mounting Bracket Legs to a 
position that will allow a U-Bolt to be connected 
around each end of the Mounting Bracket Leg 
as shown. 

Slide the square hitch on the ATV Spreader frame 
into the mating receiver on the Mounting Bracket 
 
Thread provided Ratchet Strap through eyebolt on 
back of Spreader Frame. Place Ratchet Strap 
S-hooks around the front of your ATV rack (close to 
seat). Adjust tension on Ratchet Strap until firm.  

 

Plug the white connector that is on the end of the long wire exiting the Hand Control into the 
mating connector on the Feedgate.  
 
Connect the black connector that is on the end of the long wire exiting the Hand Control  into the 
mating connector on the  Spin Motor.  
 
Plug the lighter plug into your ATV’s accessory recepticle. 

CONNECTING HAND CONTROL 

Add desired material such as feed, fertilizer, seed, etc. to hopper and attach lid.  
 
With the material loaded, verify that Ratchet Strap is tight enough to hold the hopper body 
perpendicular to the ATV rack. Tighten as necessary.

CALIBRATE: To assure proper operation, the ATV Spreader 
should be calibrated each time it is first connected to the ATV. 
Calibration should be performed with the ATV running.  
 
To calibrate, hold the OFF button and press the ON button 
momentarily. While in calibration mode, the lights will flash 
rapidly. Once calibration is complete, the lights will go out and 
the gate will close. The unit is now ready for operation. 
 
SET DISPENSING AMOUNT:  The “1” position is the mini-
mum amount and the “6” position is the maximum amount of 
material flow. Press the MORE or LESS button to achieve the 
desired opening amount. The Material Flow amount light 
flashes when the unit is not running and is on solid when the 
unit is running.  
 
SPREAD MATERIAL: To spread material, press the ON button 
while moving at a constant rate. While ON, the MORE or LESS 
buttons may be pressed to achieve the desired material flow 
rate. To stop the unit, press the OFF button.  
 
 

NOTE: FERTILIZER IS EXTREMELY CORROSIVE. After spreading material, completely 
wash and dry ATV Spreader; however, water should not get on the feedgate. A light coat of oil on 
all metal parts and the motor will help prevent rusting and corrosion. 
 
To clean the feedgate, remove the two screws from the bottom and slide the cover forward until it 
drops off. Use a soft bristle brush to remove any dust from the gear or on the felt.

1: (Q) Can I leave the ATV Spreader connected to 
my ATV when it is not in use? (A) Yes, however to 
reduce the possibility of damage to the spreader, it is 
highly recommended that the hopper is empty. 
 
2: (Q) Should I operate my ATV differently when 
the ATV Spreader is loaded?  
(A) Yes, the additional weight in the rear of the ATV 
will cause the front-end of the ATV to be lighter. 
Care must be taken when traveling up and down hills 
due to this shift in weight. 

 
3: (Q) Can I get replacement parts for my ATV 
Spreader? (A) Yes, you may purchase the following
