Scetion 1, Usc of the Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini Viper X4, or
Cobra X4 Climbing Treestand

Part 1. Attachment to the tree.
A, Attach the base platform to the
tree first. To do this, pull down and
hold the QuickDraw cuble spring, as
shown in Figure 1. This wilt relcase
the locking tab from the cable, allow-
ing yvou to remove it from the cable
bracket,
B. Take one end of the cable and
begin to slide it down into the tubing,
as shown in Figure 2. Once the cable
is eastly sliding into the tubing (it
helps to bend the cable upwurd while
pushing down on it). you are ready to
place 1t in its final position,
C. Pull the cable towards the hack of
the tree and “seat” one of the cable »
stops against the back of the bracket, .-‘.v'_
as shown in Figure 3. The
QuickDraw cable spring will “lock™
into place behind one of the cable
slops.
Your cable bracket should now look
like Figure 4, IMPORTANT: If the
QuickDraw cable spring does not
lock into place behind the cable stop,
you must contact Sunumit immcdiate-
ly to obtain the proper corrective
action. DO NOT USE THE TREL-
STAND!
F. It necessary, go Lo the other side of
the tree and position the other end of the cable by repeating the
steps of pulling the QuickDraw cable spring. sliding the cable into
the tubing, and assuring that the QuickDraw cuble spring has
locked into position.
NOTE: The sole purpose of the plastic coating on the cable is to
climinate noise. After some use you may notice some abrasions.
peeling or possibly cuts in the coating. This couting does not
affect the performance or salely ol your treestand. It is there to
eliminate unnecessary noise when sliding the cable down nto the
tubing.

adjust the Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini
Viper X4, or Cobra X4 base platform
and seat at the hase of the tree such
that the treestand base platform will
be level at the height you hunt. Trees
commonly found in swamp or marsh
arcas have a tendency 1o swell at their
hase, and these may require a greater —
starting angle in order for your tree-
stand to be level at the same hunting
height as compared o a normally
tapered tree,

Usually, the {ront edge of the tree-
stand {the edge away from the tree)
should be 4-6 inches higher than the
cdge against the tree (See Figure 5).

Step 1. Now that your platform
and Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini
Viper X4, or Cobra X4 Seat are
attached to the tree, you are ready to
climb. Itis MANDATORY that you
use a salety harness as vou climb, Be
sure to read the safety harness
instructions for proper use of your
safety harness. Simply attach the
salety line to the tree above the Viper
X4, Goliath X4, Mini Viper X4, or
Cobra X4 Seat and secure it to the
haress for climbing, as shown m
Figure 7.

Step 2. Your RapidClimb stirrups
and bungee heel cords should already
be attached to your treestand.

DONOT TIP YOUR WEIGHT ONTO YOUR TOES unless
you are ready to move the platform because this will tend o dis-
engage the platform from the tree. The RupidClimb stirrups are
located in such a position that equal distribution of weight will
secure the platform (o the tree while climbing.

Part 3. Using the Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini Viper X4, or
Cobra X4 Seat.
When you get Lo your hunting height {do
not climb higher than 15 feet; it is unnec-
essary) and have assured that your tree-
stand is level, position your Viper X4,
Goliath X4, Mini Viper X4, or Cobra X4
Seat slightly below waist level (slightly
lower will be more comfortable but higher
makes for less movement when you
stand.).

14, Sccurely tighten the strap to prevent
the notched v-bar from losing contact with
the tree.

B. Unhook the bunge cord that held the
scat back rest secure while you were
climbing. Position the seat hack rest by
wrapping each end of the bunge cord
around the climbing cable and hooking the
two hooks together, as shown in Figure
15. The bunge cord will prevent the seat
backrest from falling forwards if you stand
up.

C. With your safety harness attached to the
tree above the Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini
Viper X4, or Cobra X4 Seat, simply pull
your feet, one at a time, {rom their secured
position under the RapidChmb stirrups.
Position your safety harness to minimize
the slack in the safety line and tether strap
and carefully sit down,

The Viper X4, Goliath X4. Mini Viper X4, or Cobra X4 Seat will
provide maximum comfort when the seat pad is near horizontul
rather than tipped down in the front. The seat height can be easily
raised (for bowhunting) or lowered (lor gun hunting) by adjusting
the metal 3-bar slides under the scat cushion (See Figure 16).
NOTE: This adjustment should be made while on the ground.
Both sides must be adjusted equally so the seat is level side o
side. Sliding the two seat-support straps [orward or backwards
gives additional comfort adjustment.

Part 4. Climbing Down with the Viper X4, Goliath X4,
Mini Viper X4, or Cobra X4,

To climb down the tree ufter hunting,
follow these steps:

Step 1. Reattach your treestand
platform to your feet (keep your safe-
ty harness securely attached Lo the
tree until reaching the ground) by
using the procedure in Part 2,
Climbing with the Viper X4,
Goliath X4, Mini Viper X4, or Cobra
X4.

Step 2. Disconnect the clastic cord that
has been holding the Viper X4, Gotiath
X4, Mini Viper X4, or Cobra X4 Seut in
place and fold the seal up. Secure the
backrest and seat as shown in Figure 17,
Disconnect the strap that has held the seat
in place against the tree (Figure 14).

Step 3. Place the Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini Viper X4, or
Cobra X4 Seut al about knee level, sit on the padded bar, and
grasp the upright arms as you did in climbing (sce Figure 18).

Step 4. While firmly grasping the Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini
Viper X4, or Cobra X4 Seat upright arms, disengage the platform
by lifting and tipping the edge closest to the tree downward and
then lower the platform (see Figure 12 again).

A. To combinc the Viper X4, Goliath X4,
Mini Viper X4, or Cobra X4 Seat and
Platform, place the Viper X4, Goliath X4,
Mini Viper X4, or Cobra X4 Scat frame on
its” end as shown in Figure 19. The Cobra
X4 climbing bar will need to be folded up
(not in the climbing position) to do this
(See Cobra figure at right). Slide the
short comfort pads towards the cable
bracket.

B. Take the Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini
Viper X4, or Cobra X4 Platlorm, and
begin sliding it into the scat climber so that
its upright braces and cable goes next to
the Viper X4, Goliath X4, Mini Viper X4,
or Cobra X4 seat side braces und cable as
shown in Figure 20.

Section 5. Tips

You will casily learn haw to use your
Summit treestand more efficiently
and make it more elfective lor your
hunting.

With proper practice you can learn to
level your platform without elimbing
down to re-position the cuble.

Pulling the cuble against the backside
of the tree while you're supporting
the platform with your legs can do
this. While the cable is against the tree, position the platform level
and engage the front edge against the tree. This puts a slight bend

in the cable while keeping the plat-
form level. Only minor level adjust-
ment, however, can be made using
this technique, (The DVD shows this
technique).

Sometimes on a cold, dry, hard bark
tree a rubhing noise can be produced
at the scalloped edge that engages the
tree. This comes from friction {forces.
It can be elnminated a couple of ways.
First. simply re-positioning your plat-
form slightly will in most cases elimi-
nate the noise. Second. a liquid or
candle/bowstring wax can he applied
at the intersection of the tree and the
scalloped edge to reduce the [riction.
Also, using a [ile o remove the finish
and slightly upset (rougheny the
simooth metal surface contact points
on the scallops can eliminate the
noise.

Changing your silting position can
relicve muscele stress and reduce
fatigue. This will allow a longer hunt
and perhaps an opportunity for a shot,
Although it must be done slowly and
quietly. repositioning and changing
the height of your seat by raising or
lowing the seat frame just a couple il
inches could make a dilterence. This
changes the hip to knee angle,
Moving the seut straps. again slowly
and quictly, forward or backward on
their support bar will alter the sitting
position also. Being comtortable will
resultin no movement and reduce
being deteeted by game either from
sight or from sound.
